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HHEKHEE Chairman’s Speech

2023 is the first year for the full implementation of the spirit of the 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China.
It is also the year for economic recovery and development after three years of COVID-19 prevention and control. 2023 is also
a year with a very full workload for the Chinese Red Cross Foundation. In the face of the severe situation, under the strong
leadership of the Party Committee of the Red Cross Society of China, all colleagues of the CRCF united and worked hard, forged
ahead, and focused on their main responsibilities. The main business is to carry out humanitarian work in a solid manner. The
brand influence and institutional credibility have been continuously strengthened. It has been awarded the National Grade
5A Foundation for fourth consecutive time. It has exceeded the mission goals and achieved new results in various tasks,

demonstrating the Red Cross in the new era. People's new responsibilities and new actions.

In terms of humanitarian aid and humanitarian services, the Project on Assistant For Children With Severe Diseases by Central
Special Lottery Public Welfare Fund was completed with high quality. Throughout the year, 11,603 children with leukemia and
congenital heart disease were supported, and humanitarian care funds were provided to 1,286 children with leukemia. Assisted
more than 4,500 patients with serious and severe diseases such as congenital heart disease, aplastic anemia, cleft lip and
palate. We will continue to implement the "Rare Disease Care Action", "Thalassemia Relief Action", "Relay for Life Fund", "Eye Care
Project" and "Rural Youth Eye Health Project’, and completed vision screening for 340,000 people across the country. Projects
were initiated to build more than 280 Fraternity health Hospitals(Clinics), Fraternity school clinics, Fraternity Health e-stations,
Hero Energy stations, Fraternity schools, and Future classrooms, and trained more than 31,000 rural doctors, pediatricians, school

doctors, and primary doctors.

In terms of disaster relief and preparedness, disaster emergency response was launched 9 times throughout the year, and 30,354
Disaster-Relief Family Packages were distributed, providing basic living security for more than 120,000 disaster-stricken people.
A total of RMB 79.55 million worth of funds and materials were raised to support earthquake relief in Jishishan, Gansu. The “Social
Rescue Force Guarantee Improvement Plan” funded 162 social rescue teams. More than 620 rescue teams have joined the social
emergency force digital rescue platform. More than 500 members of the social emergency rescue team from 27 provinces

participated in the "Social Emergency Force Backbone Training Plan"

In terms of emergency first aid, 1,098 units (sets) of AEDs and "all-in-one emergency first aid Cabinets" were newly installed
throughout the year, achieved full coverage of Zhengzhou and Xiamen subway emergency first aid equipment, and more than
8,500 passenger personnel obtained Red Cross ambulance first aid certificates. A total of 10 “Ready Go” Challenge events were
held, with more than 4,200 participants, more than 1,800 volunteers provided voluntary services, and innovatived international
events, corporated events and campus events. Launched the "Red Cross Emergency Rescue Partner Network" to continue to

promote the high-quality development of the Red Cross Emergency Rescue cause.

In terms of assisting rural revitalization, we actively implemented the "Opinions on Further Promoting the Construction of Red Cross
Fraternity Homes to Assist Rural Revitalization" by the Federation, the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs, and the National
Rural Revitalization Administration, promoted the construction of Integrated Community Resilience, and established projects
to assist the construction of 66 ICRs, covering 46 counties supported by the central and state agencies’ working committees.
Continued to carry out assistance work in Yingshan County, Hubei Province and Zhijin County, Guizhou Province. Assisted Xinjiang
and Tibet with more than RMB 4.2 million to carried out serious disease relief and education projects. Actively promoted the “Modou
Mama Employability Skills Training Program" to help disadvantaged women find employment. The AstraZeneca Rural Revitalization

Charity Fund has funded a total of 37 rural revitalization projects, benefiting more than 700,000 people.

In terms of international assistance, under the unified deployment of the General Assembly, humanitarian assistance to Syria was
successfully completed. The Lunch For Children has benefited 26 schools and 7,663 African children. The project was listed on the
results list of the third "Belt and Road" International Cooperation Summit Forum. The CRCF'’s active participation in the “One Belt,
One Road” construction was named and commended by the Ministry of Civil Affairs. Supported the International Committee of

the Red Cross in holding a photo exhibition commemorating 160 years of humanitarian action (Shanghai station), and cooperate

Crisis Response Action"; the Silk Road Fraternity Fund footprints covered 27 countries and regions around the world , served the

overall diplomatic situation with practical actions and deepen people-to-people bonds.

In terms of Communist Party building and team building, which is a series of self-improvement activities that the party engages in
to complete its mission and maintain its vitality and vitality. We should study and implement the spirit of the 20th National Congress
of the Party, carry out in-depth education on the study and implementation of Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese
Characteristics for a New Era, continuously strengthen the mission and responsibility of the "top four" party branches, and deepen
the "frontline and lower grassroots" branches work method and carry out solid investigation and research.

Under the guidance of the General Conference, the National
Red Cross system was organized to carry out the "May 8th Humanitarian Charity Day" activity for the second consecutive year,
mobilizing more than 10 million people to participate in donations, and the public raised more than RMB 222 million, a significant
increase from last year. The CRCF has won many honors such as "Annual Model Foundation®, "Annual Outstanding Organization',
"2023 China Public Welfare Brand List Foundation" ranked Top 10", "2023 List of Transparent Charitable Foundations", "2023 China

Foundation Transparency Index FTI Perfect Score’, etc. .

High-quality development is the theme of the new era and the only way for the Red Cross cause with Chinese characteristics to
achieve steady and long-term development. In 2024, the CRCF will improve its governance capabilities and standards around "four
high-quality" development, that is, taking high-quality party building as the guide, strengthening the mobilization of high-quality
humanitarian resources, focusing on high-quality humanitarian public welfare output, and building a team of high-quality cadres.

We will make every effort to promote the high-quality development of humanitarian and public welfare undertakings.

Standing at the new starting point and orientation of the 120th anniversary of the founding of the RCSC and the 30th anniversary
of the founding of the CRCF, we will adhere to the guidance of Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for

Party Building Leads People to Unite Their Efforts, and the Chinese Red Cross
Foundation’s Theme Education Writes a New Chapter
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2023 was the first year for fully implementing the spirit of the 20th
National Congress of the Communist Party of China. It was also the year
for economic recovery and development after three years of COVID-19
prevention and control. Under the strong leadership of the general party
group and the party committee of the agency, the party branch of the
Chinese Red Cross Foundation adhered to the guidance of Xi Jinping
Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era, and
deeply studies, publicizes and implements the spirit of the 20th National
Congress of the Party and General Secretary Xi Jinping’s important
instructions on the Red Cross cause spirit, fully implement the requirements
of the Central Committee and the General Association, took political
construction as the guide, pay close attention to responsibility, solidly
promote the organic integration of party building work and business work,
and comprehensively promoted the high-quality development of the
CRCF's work to start a new chapter. All colleagues of the CRCF are deeply
involved in the main responsibilities and main business of the Red Cross,
keeping in mind the mission of "protecting life and health, the Red Cross
is by your side’, making progress while maintaining stability, adhering
to integrity and innovation, strengthening high-quality mobilization of
humanitarian resources, and strictly focusing on public welfare projects
High-quality implementation, promoting comprehensive and systematic
high-quality assessment, and the in-depth integration of party building and
business into a new stage.

I. Deepen the "three constructions" and build a strong fighting
fortress

The first was to deepen the party’s political and standardized branch
construction.

We worked hard to establish rules and
regulations, launched three systems including the "Measures for the
Management of News and Publicity Work of the CRCF', and revised 20
systems including the "Three Major and One Major Collective Decision-

making System of the CRCF". New ideas and new measures to further
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promoted transformation and development have better achieved
various goals of thematic education. Strictly implemented the specific
requirements of democratic centralism, organized and convened 10
party member conferences, 16 branch committee meetings, and 20
party group meetings throughout the year, and carried out 12 themed
party day activities. According to the unified arrangements of the
Party Committee of the General Assembly, 2 democratic life meetings,
2 organizational life meetings, and 1 democratic evaluation of party
members were held this year. The by-election of youth members of
the party branch was completed. Vice President Sun Shuopeng, leader
of the general management committee, Bei Xiaochao, party branch
secretary, and Wang Yifan, deputy secretary of the party branch, gave
party lessons to party members and cadres respectively.

The second was to deepen the construction of the "Four Strong" party
branches. The branch secretary fulfills his responsibility as the first person
responsible for party building work and insisted on personally handling
the important work of party building. The CRCF party branch successfully
passed the review of the "top four" party branches of the Central and
State Organs Working Committee. Team members strictly implement
"one position, two responsibilities" and assist the branch secretary to do
a good job in party building in the business areas in charge. Strengthen
the leadership and supervision of the Party branch over the Youth League

branch, and guide the Youth League branch to complete the reelection
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work. Taking the youth theoretical study group as an important starting
point, we will continue to comprehensively improve the political quality,
ability and entrepreneurial enthusiasm of party members and cadres.
Carried out an investigation and study on the ideological trends of
"Youth Voices, Gather for the Future’, and organize collective heart-to-
heart talks for young cadres with the theme of "tempering the team
of party members and cadres and building a Red Cross Iron Army". The
Youth League branch was guided to carry out 15 activities in line with the
characteristics of young people, including 11 various forms of theoretical
learning and 4 special activities. In 2023, 3 probationary party members
were developed, 2 party members were regularized on schedule, youth
theoretical study groups were organized for 10 studies, and 1 comrade
was rated as a model for youth theoretical study by central and state
agencies. Actively participated in the "Key Little Matters" research and
research activities organized by the central and state agencies' working
committees, and the research report "Continuously Improving the
Efficiency and Service Capabilities of Relief for Children with Serious
llinesses" won the third prize.

The third was to deepen the construction of party style and clean
government. Regularly study intra-party regulations and thoroughly
implement the spirit of the eight central regulations and their
implementation rules. We insist on tightening and consolidating the
main responsibilities, and sign responsibility letters for building party
style and clean government at all levels. The party branch secretary
strictly fulfills his duties as the "first person responsible” for ideological
work, takes the lead in managing the position, guiding the team,
and strengthening the team. He conducts anti-corruption education
and reminders during sensitive periods and important holidays, and
conducts anti-corruption talks from time to time. The party branch
carefully carried out warning education in conjunction with the cadre
education and rectification work. In the form of party group meetings,
all employees are organized to watch warning educational videos
such as "Zero Tolerance" to educate and guide party members and
cadres to strengthen their ideals and beliefs, strengthen their party
spirit, and better improve their ability to resist corruption and prevent
degeneration.

1. Adhere to the "three combinations" and improve theoretical
literacy and ability levels

learn. Persist in making good use of learning systems such as "half-
hour study" and "bi-weekly theoretical study" to learn and understand
the spirit of General Secretary Xi Jinping's latest important speech at
the first time. Organized and carried out special reading classes, youth

theoretical study group studies, etc., continue to study Xi Jinping
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Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era,
and followed up on the latest important speeches and articles such
as General Secretary Xi Jinping's meeting with the Chairman of the
International Committee of the Red Cross. Organized and conducted
32 studies of various types at all levels. Among them, 9 theoretical
studies were carried out around theme education. Understand the
laws, clarify the direction, learn methods and increase wisdom from
the party's scientific theory.

The second was to adhere to the combination of theoretical learning
and business practice. Actively carried out joint-study and joint-
building activities in conjunction with the actual work of the CRCF,
strengthen exchange and communication through innovative joint-
study and joint-building methods, and studied and explored new
ideas and methods to promote high-quality development of the CRCF
in the new era.

Philanthropy with Chinese Characteristics" and exchanged discussions
with philanthropic colleagues. For the third time, it won the honorary
title of “Co-station and Co-construction Advanced Unit” of Jianguomen
Street. A theme education discussion was held to conduct open
exchanges and discussions around "effectively transforming learning
results into vivid practice of doing a good job and promoting the
high-quality development of the Red Cross cause", which not only
reflected on General Secretary Xi Jinping's important thoughts,
important expositions, and important instructions We re-study and
re-understand the spirit of the instructions, and conduct in-depth
discussions on the outstanding issues that affect the development of
the CRCF.

The third was to adhere to the combination of theoretical study
and in-depth research.

1ll. Improve the “three levels” and comprehensively deepen the
leadership of party building

The first was to improve the implementation level of high-
quality development concepts. Adhered to overall planning and
consideration, closely integrate theme education with summarizing
experience, considering reality, and promoting work, deepening
the main responsibilities and main businesses, promoting high-
quality development of the center's work, in-depth implementation
of medical assistance projects, solidly advancing emergency rescue
work, and overall improving disaster relief and disaster preparedness
capabilities , the role of assistants in the humanitarian field has been
highlighted, and international aid exchanges have continued to
increase, demonstrating new responsibilities and new achievements
in humanitarian public welfare undertakings in the new era. It has
successively won the "Model Foundation of the Year" in the 20th
China Charity List, the TOP 10 Chinese Foundation Brand List in 2023
by Southern Weekend, the "Model Institution" in the 2023 Charity
Ceremony by "Chinese Philanthropist”, and the Transparency of the
Year in 2023 by "Interface News" Charity Foundation (first place) and
many other honors.

In 2024, the party branch will continue to consolidate and deepen
the results of thematic education. In accordance with the deployment
requirements of the general party group and the party committee of
the agency, it will further improve its political position, continuously
strengthen the "four consciousnesses", strengthen the "four self-
confidences", and achieve the "two individual maintenance’, fully

In 2023, the Chinese Red Cross Foundation established a
cooperation mechanism with two local Red Cross disaster
preparedness and relief centers in Fujian and Inner Mongolia.
The total number of cooperative disaster relief and
preparedness reached 8 warehouses and 6,000 Disaster-Relief
Family Packages, covered to Shandong, southern Hebei, and
Henan. In northern China, southern Jiangxi, southern Hunan,
northern Guangdong, southwestern Fujian, Yunnan, Guizhou,
Sichuan and Chonggqing, disaster preparedness materials
can be delivered to the disaster area within 24 hours after
the emergency response is initiated, and disaster relief and
preparedness capabilities continue to improve.

In 2023, the CRCF supported a total of 58 Red Cross rescue
teams (times) participating in the Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei floods
and Jishishan earthquake relief, assisted them in carrying

out emergency rescue and daily training exercises and other

In 2023, the Chinese Red Cross Foundation worked with caring
companies such as Tencent Charity, Didi Charity, Philips, Vives
Medical, and Jiuxin Medical to equip various public places in
Guangzhou, Zhengzhou Xinzheng Airport, Xiamen Metro,
Luoyang Metro, and various agencies and ministries. All-in-one
emergency first aid machines and AED equipment were used
to assist in the construction of 4 “Red Cross Emergency First
Aid Learning e-Stations” in Zhengzhou Metro. Trained certified
ambulancemen and carried out experiential learning for
transportation practitioners. The "Emergency First Aid Business
Experience and Automatic External Defibrillator Application
Exchange Event" was held in Zhangye, Gansu Province, and
the "Red Cross Emergency First Aid Partner Network" was
launched in conjunction with the local Red Cross Foundation
and emergency first aid equipment companies. In 2023, all-
in-one emergency first aid deployed by the CRCF was used 8

times and successfully saved the lives of 7 patients.

Established in 2005, the Chinese Red Cross Foundation Little
Angel Fund is aimed at helping underprivileged children
aged 0-14 with leukemia and providing treatment subsidies
of RMB 30,000-50,000 for each child with leukemia. Since
2009, the Fund has received continuous funding from the
Central Special Lottery Welfare Fund, and the beneficiaries of
the Fund have continued to expand. In 2021, the assistance
age extended to 0-18 years old. In 2023, the central special
lottery public welfare fund supported more than RMB 260
million to help 8,220 children with leukemia. Among them,
283 people received emergency direct assistance through

designated medical institutions.
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Aid for Children with Congenital Heart Disease - Angel Sunshine Fund
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Established in 2006, the Chinese Red Cross Foundation
Angel Sunshine Fund is China’s first special aid fund for
underprivileged children with congenital heart disease. It
provides RMB 5,000-30,000 treatment subsidies for children
aged 0-14 who suffer from congenital heart disease and come
from low-income families. Since 2011, the fund has received
continuous funding from the Central Special Lottery Public
Welfare Fund, and the scale of assistance has continued to
expand. It has gradually become a powerful supplement to my
country's children's medical security system and government
medical assistance, effectively reducing the financial burden
on families of seriously ill children. In 2023, 3,383 children with
congenital heart disease across the country received funding
from the central special lottery public welfare fund, with a
funding amount of RMB 70 million. By the end of 2023, the
Central Special Lottery Public Welfare Fund has subsidized a
total of 23,306 children with congenital heart disease from
difficult families across the country, with a funding amount of
more than RMB 430 million.
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Hero's Vital Package
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In 2023, with the public welfare authorization support of
Aofei Entertainment's well-known IP image "Super Wings",
the appearance and contents of the hero’s vital packages
have been revised and upgraded, and a protective product
"Children's Health Care Packages" suitable for children with
hematological diseases has been developed.

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By the end of 2023, the Chinese Red Cross Foundation
AstraZeneca Rural Revitalization Public Welfare Fund has
received donations of RMB 10 million to fund 37 regular rural
revitalization projects in 20 provinces across the country,
including 16 health projects, 9 education projects, and 12
construction projects, with a project amount of RMB 6.1749
million ; in addition , allocated RMB 2 million to support post-
flood reconstruction projects in Tianjin and Hebei and post-

earthquake reconstruction projects in Gansu.
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AstraZeneca “Care along the Way” - Expert into the Primary-Level Program
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AstraZeneca Healthy China Initiative
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In 2023, the AstraZeneca “Care along the Way” - Expert into
the Primary-Level Program carried out 27 activities, covering
14 provinces (autonomous regions and municipalities directly
under the Central Government), involving 178 experts,
training more than 1,534 primary doctors, 2,364 free clinic

patients, and more than 100 free screening patients.
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By the end of 2023, the AstraZeneca Healthy China Initiative
project has carried out a total of 14 activities in Sichuan, Gansu,
Guangxi, Anhui, Hebei, Inner Mongolia and other places. A
total of 185 experts have gone to primary hospitals to provide
guidance and carry out exchange activities for 400 primary

doctors, and 1,100 provided free clinic services to patients.
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Herbalife "Nutrition for Zero Hunger™ - Rural Doctors Public Welfare Project
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By the end of 2023, the Herbalife "Nutrition for Zero Hunger"
- Rural Doctors Public Welfare Project has donated nearly
RMB 6.6 million, mainly used for online training of 1,500
rural doctors. Aided in building 10 fraternity health hospitals
(clinics). Donated "mobile hospital equipment packages"
to 23 regions, easing local villagers' medical problems and
providing assistance to the cause of healthy rural areas. This

project was rated as "2023 Rural Revitalization Innovation

Case" by People's Daily Online.

Mobile Hospital Equipment Package Project
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By the end of 2023, the Mobile Hospital Equipment Package
Project has been approved in 23 regions across the country,
20 of which have been completed. The "mobile hospital
equipment packages" will further help improve the level of
rural medical facilities and medical diagnosis and treatment
capabilities, improve the medical environment, and make

medical treatment more timely and convenient for villagers.
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Help Women in Need - Modou Mama Project
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Spruce Philanthropic Foundation
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In 2023, the Help Women in Need - Modou Mama Project has
improved the entrepreneurial and employability abilities of
women in need, improved their living standards, and rebuild
their confidence in life through systematic and professional
skills training. The project carried out employment assistance
projects at the woodcarving community factory in Pingshun
County, Shanxi Province and the community factory in
Daheba Town, Foping County, Shaanxi Province. Helped 47
disadvantaged women find employment.

By the end of 2023, the project has recruited a total of
37,741 women and trained 26,043 women in 12 provinces
(autonomous regions and municipalities) across the country.

It will continue to carry out employment assistance projects

to help more women in need.
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By the end of 2023, a total of 19 freight driver's children have
been provided with bursaries to help them change their family

situations through knowledge.
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RED CROSS YOUTH
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tEZEF;EZ  Fraternity School Clinic
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In 2023, the Chinese Red Cross Foundation continued to
focus on the theme of "Saving Surroundings and Protecting
Campuses" and assisted in the construction of 116 fraternity
school clinics in Ningxia, Xinjiang (including the Corps),
Hubei, Hunan and other places, benefiting more than 200,000
students; held 31 school doctor training classes, training
more than 3,600 school doctors and health teachers; held two
Red Cross emergency first aid teacher trainings, trained 60
emergency first aid teachers for primary and secondary schools
in Henan Province, and enriched the primary and secondary
emergency first aid training teacher team; in More than 110
campus physical examinations and safety education activities
were carried out in Guangxi, Hunan, Shanxi and other places,
benefiting more than 70,000 students. A total of 4 "Ready
Go"Challenges that combine fun sports with emergency first
aid knowledge popularization and skills experience were held
in Puyang, Henan, Ulangab, Inner Mongolia, Daxing District,
Beijing, and Xiaogan, Hubei.

By the end of 2023, a total of 488 fraternity school clinics
have been built in 22 provinces (autonomous regions and
municipalities) across the country; 102 school doctor training
sessions have been held, and more than 10,600 school doctors
have been trained. More than 400 physical examinations,
emergency first aid training, and health education activities

were carried out.
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In 2023, the Growth Angel Fund assisted in the construction
of 7 fraternity school doctors in Hubei Province, held 31
school doctor training sessions in 15 provinces (autonomous
regions and municipalities) including Guangdong, Zhejiang,
Shaanxi, Chongqing and Jiangsu, and trained school doctors/
health teachers more than 3,600 students have conducted
more than 80 campus physical examinations and safety
education activities in Guangxi, Hunan, Shanxi, Hubei and
other places, benefiting more than 50,000 students.

In 2023, the fund has cooperated with more than 300
children's specialty hospitals across the country to support
550 short stature disease patients from needy families, 192
Little Fatty Children with Willi Syndrome, and 160 patients
with reproductive difficulties; the fund carried out online
and offline more than 1,500 activities, and more than 140
expert assistance activities were carried out, benefiting more
than 170,000 people; more than 30 primary doctor training
sessions were carried out, and more than 2,000 doctors
were trained in growth and development-related matters;
more than 300 volunteers from cooperative hospitals were
supported. To promote the development of medical social
work, the "Finding the Most Beautiful Medical Social Workers"
project won the title of "Model Project of the Year" in China
Charity List of 2023.

By the end of 2023, the Fund has donated a total of RMB
358 million in donations, funded 3,121 short stature disease
children with family difficulties, 689 Little Fatty Children with
Willi Syndrome, 1,035 patients with reproductive difficulties,
and assisted in the construction of 41 fraternity school clinics.
More than 10,600 school doctors/health doctors have been
trained, and more than 6,500 activities have been carried out

together with medical institutions.

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In 2023, the Yellow House Aesthetics Enlightenment Public
Welfare Project - LIYUCHUN Fans Charity Fund continues
to provide curriculum support to the 14 “yellow houses”
that have been put into use. In addition to daily on-school
training and theme classes, 42 teachers and students from 14
rural schools were invited to Beijing to participate in a week-
long art summer camp in late August. Visited and studied
in the Forbidden City, the National Museum of China, etc.,
about 10 different places. They also visited Beijing No. 101
Middle School and Yuxin School Affiliated to Capital Normal
University to experience the concept of aesthetic education.

After the 6.2-magnitude earthquake occurred in Jishishan
County, Gansu Province, the Corn Love Fund urgently
purchased 2,000 quilts and 2,000 cotton mattresses and sent
them to Haidong citizens and counties in Qinghai Province to
provide the affected people with cold protection during their

resettlement period.
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Yili Nutrition 2030

In 2023, the "Yili Nutrition 2030" project went deep into 19
provinces (autonomous regions and municipalities) including
Yunnan, Sichuan, and Henan to carry out nutritional
protection activities, donating funds and materials with a
total value of more than RMB 9.52 million, benefiting nearly
100,000 people; through the "Mountain Eagle Growth Plan"
distributed sports dream packages and established fraternity
sports school teams to schools such as Nishi Primary School
in Jiantang Town, Shangri-La City, Yunnan Province, and
donated and built a football field for the Central School of
Bakai Town, Rongjiang County, Guizhou Province. At the same
time, together with Yili QQ Star Milk Powder, it donated milk
powder to Baishuitai Primary School and other schools in
Sanba Township, Shangri-La City and established a fraternity
basketball team.

By the end of 2023, the "Yili Nutrition 2030" project has
invested more than RMB 100 million in donated funds and
materials, benefiting nearly 800,000 children. From the initial
idea to the current persistence, the project has attracted
more and more caring people to join in, paying attention

to the healthy growth of children in remote areas, and

protecting the dreams of more children with nutrition.
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In 2023, based on research and local needs, the Fraternity
School project was established to build three Fraternity primary
schools in Guizhou Province, with a total aid fund of RMB
1.343461 million. One school has been completed and accepted,

benefiting more than 1,000 rural teachers and students.

Qin Fund & Future Classroom
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By the end of 2023, the Qin Fund & Future Classroom project
has assisted in the construction of "future classrooms" in
118 rural schools in 16 provinces (municipalities) across the
country, and carried out teacher training and student literacy
courses for the schools where they are located, benefiting

nearly 90,000 teachers and students. This project won the

title of "Annual Charity Model" in the 2023 China Charity List.
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In 2023, the Fraternity Grants Program funded families with
financial difficulties in 15 provinces (autonomous regions and
municipalities) including Inner Mongolia, Qinghai, Guangxi,
Gansu, Guizhou, Hunan, Shandong, Jiangxi, Hebei, Henan,
Hubei, Shanxi, Tianjin, Chongqging, and Liaoning with 965
students.

B - 8 AMB2t5H May 8th Humanitarian Public Welfare Day

In2023, the "May 8th Humanitarian Public Welfare Day" has
achieved leapfrog growth compared with 2022 in terms of
the number of basic organization participation and public
mobilizations, total fundraising, and communication scale.
31 provinces (autonomous regions and municipalities)
across the country More than 1,500 Red Cross organizations
at or above the district and county level of the Xinjiang
Production and Construction Corps participated in the
event. Focusing on themes such as medical assistance, life
education, and emergency first aid, a total of more than 10
million people were mobilized to participate, and donation
of RMB 222 million was made. More than 5 million people
participated in public welfare activities such as WeChat
"Walk Together" donation, Ant Manor egg donation, Alipay
public welfare answering questions, and collecting Yibao
public welfare digital collections. The total exposure of the
event on the entire network exceeded 2 billion times, and
the Weibo reading volume exceeded 430 million times. The
