HHEKHEE Chairman’s Speech

The year of 2024 is the 75th anniversary of the founding of the People's Republic of China, a key year for achieving the goals
and tasks of the "14th Five-Year Plan’, as well as the 120th anniversary of the founding of the Chinese Red Cross Society and
the 30th anniversary of the founding of the CRCF. Guided by Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a
New Era, the Foundation has deeply understood the decisive significance of the "two establishments’, strengthened the "four
consciousnesses", strengthened the "four self-confidences", and achieved the "two safeguards", fully implemented the spirit
of the 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China and the Second and Third Plenary Sessions of the 20th Central
Committee, firmly grasped the primary task of high-quality development, and gradually developed into an important force
in the Chinese Red Cross system with strong credibility, great influence, good style, and good fighting ability, and made new
and greater contributions to comprehensively promoting the construction of a strong country, the great cause of national

rejuvenation, and the promotion of human peace and progress with Chinese-style modernization.

Over the past 30 years, under the leadership of the Party of the China Red Cross Society, and with the strong support of humanitarian
public welfare partners, the CRCF has continued to deepen reform and innovation, strengthen credibility, continuously improve
humanitarian service capabilities, expand the scale of humanitarian assistance, actively participate in and support international
humanitarian undertakings. Also the CRCF carried out public welfare projects covering Emergency Rescue, Emergency Relief,
Humanitarian Aid, Rural Revitalization, Red Cross Youth, International Aid and other fields. By the end of 2024, the CRCF had
accumulated a total income of more than RMB13.3 billion, a total expenditure of more than RMB12.3 billion, and implemented a
central special lottery public welfare fund of RMB2.894 billion. Humanitarian assistance and humanitarian services have covered

more than 50 million people, actively gathering humanitarian forces to contribute to the country and benefit the people.

Standing at this new starting point and orientation, all the staff of the Foundation have kept in mind their original mission,
deepened their main responsibilities and businesses, strengthened the high-quality mobilization of humanitarian resources,
strictly grasped the high-quality implementation of public welfare projects, promoted the high-quality evaluation of
humanitarian projects, and further integrated party building and profession. The total revenue in 2024 is RMB623 million, of
which RMB581 million is from social donations. The total expenditure for the whole year is RMB662 million, of which RMB619
million is for public welfare, and RMB334 million is from the Central Special Lottery Public Welfare Fund. The Medical Assistance
Department of the CRCF was awarded the honorary title of National Model Collective for National Unity and Progress by the CPC
Central Committee and the State Council. The CRCF was awarded the May 4th Red Flag Youth League Branch of the Central and
State Organs, Outstanding Organization in 2024, Annual Model Foundation, Emergency Charity Special Contribution Group, and 2024

China Foundation Transparency Index FTI Perfect Score.

This year, the CRCF have responded quickly to natural disaster relief and continued to help rural revitalization. We have
continuously improved the supply chain of humanitarian aid materials, explored new disaster preparedness models such as
"Cooperative Reserves" and "Cloud Disaster Preparedness', and achieved the delivery of disaster relief materials to the disaster
area within 24 hours after the disaster. We responded to disaster rescue 18 times throughout the year, went to 7 provinces to
carry out disaster relief, and 19,800 Disaster-Relief Family Packages were distributed. We supported the improvement of social
emergency response capabilities and funded 295 social rescue organizations. We promoted the project to help rural revitalization,
continued to approve Integrated Community Resilience Programs, established projects to build Fraternity Schools, Fraternity
Health Station, and Hero Energy Station in Yingshan County. Our party members went to Yingshan to carry out targeted

assistance and research activities.

This year, we have steadily advanced emergency rescue work, and the quality of the "Ready Go" Challenge has been continuously
upgraded. More than 500 sets of emergency rescue equipment have been deployed. The "Safty Neighborhood" project has
been continuously promoted, and emergency rescue equipment has covered multiple street communities. A digital training
base for emergency rescue has been built at Shanghai Jiao Tong University to enhance the public's safety awareness and self-

protection capabilities. The "Ready Go" Challenge has developed in campus and enterprise. Ten events have been held in 2024,

with 7,258 participants and more than 2,000 volunteers providing services. Supported the Red Cross to enter campuses, built Future

Classrooms and Red Cross Libraries, and established Fraternity Sports School Team to protect the lives and health of young people.

This year, we carried out medical assistance work, and the scope of health services continued to expand. Throughout the year, we
subsidized 12,441 children with leukemia and congenital heart disease. We went to Xinjiang, Inner Mongolia and other provinces
and regions to carry out screening for children with congenital heart disease, and screened a total of 160,000 children. We raised
social funds to help more than 3,300 patients with congenital heart disease, aplastic anemia and other serious diseases. We
continued to support the improvement of primary medical capacity, approved the construction of more than 160 Fraternity Health
Hospitals (Clinics), Fraternity school clinics, Fraternity Health e-Station, Hero Energy Stations, etc., more than 30,000 rural doctors,
pediatricians, primary care doctors have been trained. We carried out the "Red Button" project for medical social workers, assisted in

the construction of Fraternity Social Worker Service Stations, and carried out special training for medical social workers.

This year, we actively participated in the construction of the "Belt and Road" and supported international humanitarian causes.
The Lunch for Children Project provided more than 2.4 million nutritious meals for more than 5,500 teachers and students in
20 schools in Kenya and Tanzania; cooperated with the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees to provide core relief
supplies and cash assistance to 2,049 displaced families in six countries including Afghanistan and Iran; sent nearly RMB25
millionworth of supplies to displaced teenagers in two African countries through the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees; supported the Nepal Disabled and Orphans Assistance Project, and carried out screening and rescue operations for
children with congenital heart disease in Mongolia. We continued to support the construction of the International Academy of

Red Cross and create a platform for academic exchanges and resource sharing.

This year, we held the "Three Decades of Striving Embarking on a New Journey" Humanitarian Public Welfare Partners + Symposium
of the CRCF. He Wei, Vice Chairman of the Standing Committee of the National People's Congress and President of the Red Cross
Society of China, Wang Ke, Secretary of the Party Leadership Group and Executive Vice President of the Red Cross Society of China,
Zang Baorui, Deputy Director of the Charity Promotion Department of the Ministry of Civil Affairs, and other leaders have attended the
meeting, highly praised the achievements of the CRCF since its establishment and put forward requirements for the next step of work.
At the meeting, we paid tribute to the CRCF's donors, volunteers, media workers, directors, supervisors, social supervision inspectors,
employee representatives, etc., and presented a special edition of China Red Cross Foundation Salutes Humanitarian Public Welfare
Partners published in the People's Daily. With their love and persistence in humanitarian and public welfare undertakings, everyone

offered suggestions and advice to continuously promote the high-quality development of the CRCF.

The 30-year development history of the CRCF embodies the support of the Party and the Nation for the Red Cross cause. It embodies
the wisdom and hard work of all Council Members. It embodies the strong support of humanitarian partners from all walks of life and
the hard work of all employees. We sincerely thank all the leaders, council members, supervisors, humanitarian contribution partners,

humanitarian service partners, humanitarian communication partners, and humanitarian companions who have always been with us!

All the past is a prologue. The report of the 20th CPC National Congress pointed out that we should "guide and support
enterprises, social organizations and individuals who are willing and capable to actively participate in public welfare and
charity". The decision of the Third Plenary Session of the 20th CPC Central Committee proposed "supporting the development
of public welfare and charity", which further reflects the high attention paid by the CPC Central Committee to public welfare
and charity. In the critical period of comprehensively promoting the construction of a strong country and the great cause of
national rejuvenation with Chinese-style modernization, facing the new expectations of the people, our humanitarian public
welfare projects should be more in line with the needs of the people's livelihood, more in line with the Red Cross concept, and
more in line with the requirements of high-quality development. Next, the CRCF will comprehensively promote high-quality

development around four major strategic initiatives:

First, high-quality party building will lead the high-quality development of humanitarian and public welfare undertakings
in all aspects. We will further strengthen the overall leadership of the Party, adhere to the guidance of Xi Jinping Thought on
Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era, thoroughly understand the important instructions of General Secretary
Xi Jinping on the work of the Red Cross, and unremittingly use the Party's innovative theories to arm our minds, guide our
practice, and advance our work. We will comprehensively strengthen the construction of standardized and normalized branches,
and continue to promote the "Angel Journey" footprints to the people’s life. We will firmly establish the concept of people first
and life first, build a solid ideological and political foundation, keep in mind the "The Top Priorities of the Country", and always
maintain the political character of Red Cross workers.

Second, we will create more professional, high-quality humanitarian relief and services with people at the most important.
We should follow the important letter from General Secretary Xi Jinping that "the Chinese Red Cross should enhance its
humanitarian service capabilities", focus on our main responsibilities and businesses, concentrate on life and health, deepen
public welfare projects, truly put public welfare output and project results in the first place, improve accuracy and effectiveness,
and promote the formation of a large-scale and sustainable Red Cross humanitarian relief supply system. We should make good
use of quality management tools such as the 1ISO9001 quality management system and the SGS global social organization
benchmarking audit, pay close attention to the implementation of various systems and regulations, continuously improve
management levels. We strive to ensure that every public welfare project develops in the direction of high quality and
refinement, and is open and aboveboard.

Third, we will use innovation to improve our ability to integrate humanitarian resources and build a high-quality humanitarian
resource mobilization platform. Humanitarian resource mobilization should adhere to the concept of "raising people first before
raising funds', unite fellows and allies with the Red Cross spirit, and continuously expand the humanitarian public welfare "friends
list". We should actively explore new ways to mobilize humanitarian resources, innovate fundraising models, optimize fundraising
structures, continue to implement the "May 8th Humanitarian Public Welfare Day" activities, strengthen ties with local Red Cross
foundations, focus on building platform foundations, tap the humanitarian resource mobilization potential of the national Red
Cross system, and promote the construction of a humanitarian resource mobilization matrix.

Fourth, we will promote the construction of a high-quality team by deepening the reform of the project system and provide
talent support for the high-quality development of humanitarian and public welfare undertakings.Team building is an
important engine for the high-quality development of the CRCF, and talents are the greatest asset and wealth for the sustainable
development of the CRCF. We will continue to deepen the reform of the project system, support the corresponding talent
mechanism reform, broaden the career development channel, and implement a more active, flexible and effective project expert
track, not only to build a platform for all kinds of talents to display their talents and realize their ambitions, but also to build a Red

Cross with strong political, strong capabilities and strong work style.

Great achievements are the result of continuous struggle, and great undertakings need to be promoted in the process of carrying
forward the past and opening up the future. Over the past 30 years, every step taken has been driven and guided by reform and
innovation. The CRCF will continue to study and implement the spirit of General Secretary Xi Jinping’s important letter and the spirit
of General Secretary Xi Jinping’s important instructions and instructions on the Red Cross cause, stay true to our original mission,
uphold integrity and innovation, move forward courageously, hold high the Red Cross flag, carry forward the Red Cross spirit,

Relief assistance is a common disaster response tool and relief
assistance method. It is a powerful supplement to the material
assistance given to the disaster-affected people. It is often
used in disaster preparedness, post-disaster emergency rescue
and early recovery. By providing cash coupons, vouchers and
other forms of funding to the disaster-affected people, as
well as providing work-for-relief opportunities, it meets their
needs for purchasing daily necessities, rebuilding their homes,
and restoring their livelihoods. While meeting the diverse
and personalized needs of the Disaster-affected people, it

promotes the recovery of the local business ecosystem.

By the end of 2024, the "Post-disaster Relief Working " project
has directly benefited 6,326 people and indirectly benefited
more than 21,000 villagers.

In January 2024, the "Post-disaster Relief Working " project of
the CRCF was launched in Juji Town, Jishishan County, Gansu
Province. The project was covering 10 villages including Juji

Village, directly benefiting 3,343 villagers, 26,816 hours of

public welfare work, and indirectly benefiting more than
16,000 villagers.

From September 5 to 7, 2024, Typhoon Makar caused serious
damage to Qinzhou City, Guangxi. In accordance with the
arrangements of the China Red Cross Society, the CRCF
provided RMB1 million in relief funds to Qinzhou City to
provide necessary support for the local disaster-stricken
people to purchase post-disaster necessities and resume
normal production and life.

In 2024, the CRCF had 8 disaster preparedness warehouses
and 4,000 Disaster Relief Packages, covered Shandong,

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In 2024, a total of RMB334.6497 million has been invested
to rescue 12,441 children with serious illnesses, including
7,354 children with leukemia and 5,087 children with
congenital heart disease. The Medical Relief Department of
the Foundation was awarded the title of "National Model
Collective for National Unity and Progress" by the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State
Council, the "Little Angel Fund" won the "Special Contribution
Award" (Project Category) at the Phoenix Network Action
Alliance 2024 Charity Festival, and the "Angel Journey"
screening and rescue operation for children with serious
illnesses was named the "2023 Charity Project of the Year"
at the 8th China Charity Annual Conference of the China
Philanthropy Times.
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Aid for Children with Leukemia - Little Angel Fund
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Established in 2005, the CRCF Little Angel Fund is aimed at
helping underprivileged children with leukemia. By the end of
2024, the Little Angel Fund has assisted 74,862 children with
leukemia and allocated RMB2.369 billion in assistance. Among
them, the Central Special Lottery Public Welfare Fund has
funded 73,432 children with leukemia, with a total amount of
RMB2.327 billion.

In 2024, the Central Special Lottery Public Welfare Fund
supported RMB231.3 million, and 7,354 children with leukemia
were rescued (including 684 people who received RMB30,000 in
assistance in 2024 or previous years and received bone marrow
transplantation treatment, and received an additional 20,000
yuan in funding). Among them, 79 people were rescued through
designated medical institutions in an emergency direct way.
The "Little Angel Fund Humanitarian Care Fund" completed the
first phase of the project and launched the second phase of the
"Little Angel Fund Humanitarian Care Fund Project".

Among them, the second phase of the action has funded 1,015
children with leukemia with a total of RMB5.575 million. By the
end of 2024, the "Little Angel Fund Humanitarian Care Fund
Project" has funded 2,791 children with leukemia with a total
of RMB24.355 million.

In 2024, four "Little Angel Charity Theater" activities were
organized, and more than 80 families of children with leukemia

watched the stage play and felt the beauty and hope of life in a

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Established in 2006, the CRCF Angel Sunshine Fund is
China’s first special aid fund for underprivileged children
with congenital heart disease. In 2024, the Angel Sunshine
Fund and the Central Special Lottery Public Welfare Fund
for Children with Serious llInesses funded a total of 5,204
children with congenital heart disease, with a total of

RMB101.1165 million in relief funds. Among them, 5,087

children with congenital heart disease were funded through
the Central Special Lottery Public Welfare Fund, with a total
of RMB100.005 million in relief funds; the Angel Sunshine
Fund funded 117 children with congenital heart disease from
low income families through social donations, with a total of
RMB1.1115 million in relief funds.

In 2024, the CRCF, together with 20 medical expert volunteer
service teams, went to Xinjiang, Tibet, Inner Mongolia, Guizhou,
Sichuan, Gansu, Guangxi and other regions to carry out the
"Angel Journey - Congenital Heart Disease Children Screening
and Rescue Operation"”. The team checked up a total of 167,225
children, 2,305 children who met the surgical indications, and
1,284 children have undergone surgical treatment. By the end
of 2024, the Angel Sunshine Fund has rescued 31,038 children
with congenital heart disease and allocated RMB573 million
in relief funds. Among them, the Central Special Lottery Public
Welfare Fund has rescued 28,393 children with congenital
heart disease and funded RMB532 million.
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By the end of 2024, a total of 9,866 children with serious
ilinesses had received "Hero's Vital Packages". In 2023, with the

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The CRCF has long been committed to caring and protecting
the lives and health of the most vulnerable people, and
focusing on patient welfare and medical promotion in rare
diseases. Regarding problems of treatment difficulties and
expensive medicines faced by patients with rare diseases,
since 2014 CRCF has provided assistance to patients with
various rare diseases, including Prader-Willi syndrome, Marfan

syndrome, hereditary epidermolysis bullosa and Crohn's

disease.

"Rescue By Your Side, Campus Protection”, and has assisted
in the construction of 74 Fraternity School Clinics in Ningxia,
Gansu, Shaanxi, Qinghai, Jiangxi and other provinces,
benefited more than 150,000 students; held 13 school doctor
training courses, trained more than 1,100 school doctors and
health teachers; held 1 Red Cross emergency rescue teacher
training in Inner Mongolia, and 65 school doctors and health
teachers obtained emergency rescue teacher qualifications;

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From 2023 to 2024, the Ninestar Angel Love Project has
supported the renovation and operation of the nursing

home in Wangying Village, Zhangdian Town, Tanghe County,

donated 313 "Love Reading Book Corners" in the first
phase and 461 in the second phase in Nanyang City, Henan
Province; supported Xidian University in the construction
of the Future Information Technology Innovation Research

Building, and established scholarships at Yiping Primary

School in Henan Province.

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In 2024, The Children's Safety Education Special Fund has

Beijing. The Children's Safety Education Special Fund has
conducted children's safety lectures through a combination
of online and offline methods, popularizing safety education

knowledge on road safety, drowning prevention, home safety

and other aspects for the public.
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In 2024, GAC Toyota Fund has built three fraternity school
clinics in Anhui Province; donated 584 safety cotton coats
and 736 safety school bags to five fraternity primary schools

in Anhui, Hubei, Ningxia, Jiangxi and Gansu; cooperated
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with Guangzhou Children's Palace to carry out the car wizard
project; carried out the rural revitalization project in Nayong
County, Bijie City, Guizhou Province; participated in the post-
disaster reconstruction project of the Jishishan earthquake,
and carried out the post-disaster reconstruction and rescue
team projects in the disaster-stricken areas.

By the end of 2024, the fund has built 24 fraternity primary
schools in 21 provinces across the country, 25 fraternity
school clinics in Hunan, Guizhou, Jiangxi, Guangdong,
Qinghai, Shanxi and Anhui, and funded 1,145 college students

from families with financial difficulties. At the same time, it

has carried out projects such as education cooperation, rural

revitalization, and community construction.

FHIZBELIAE Toyota Traffic Safety Program
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In 2024, Toyota's traffic safety project has carried out 26
training sessions for novice drivers, covering 3,295 people,
with safety driving experts and emergency rescue teachers

as lecturers, so that new drivers who have just obtained a

driver's license can strengthen their understanding of the
importance of safe driving, develop safe driving habits, and
understand the knowledge and skills of emergency rescue.
At the same time, it cooperated with China Children's Press
and Publication Co., Ltd. to produce the fourth season of the
children's traffic safety animation series Danger Stay Away
from Me, and played it on emergency rescue integrated
machines deployed across the country to popularize traffic
safety knowledge. The cumulative number of broadcasts on
various platforms has reached 1.92 million, which continues

to inject vitality into the public welfare cause of traffic safety.

Under the unified deployment and guidance of the China Red

Cross Society, the CRCF has gradually explored and promoted a

number of international aid projects since 2006, giving full play
to the role of the main channel of fundraising by the General
Association, actively mobilizing overseas donation resources
and introducing international professional resources, achieving
good results, promoting people-to-people exchanges
and serving the overall national diplomacy. By the end of
December 31, 2024, it has carried out foreign affairs work in
more than 60 countries and regions in Asia, Europe, Africa,
Oceania, North America, and South America, raising nearly
RMB300 million in funds and materials, covering humanitarian
assistance, health intervention, disaster relief, community
development, volunteer services, anti-epidemic assistance and
other fields. In February 2017, in accordance with the overall
deployment of the country's "Belt and Road" construction, the
CRCF established the "Silk Road Fraternity Fund', which has
successively funded international humanitarian aid projects in
29 countries in Asia, Africa, etc., and is committed to optimizing
the supply of humanitarian services in the "Belt and Road" and

becoming an influential private foreign aid fund.

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By the end of December 2024, with the support of caring
organizations, enterprises and the public, the Lunch for Children
has started meals in six African countries, including Kenya,
Uganda, Tanzania, Malawi, Nigeria and Ethiopia, with 35 schools
provided meals, benefited more than 8,297 students, helped
1,105 children return to school, and helped more than 100
African women to find jobs. During the closure of schools due to
the epidemic, 1,200 food packages were distributed to students'

families to alleviate the hunger problem of low income family

students, which was well received by all parties.
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By the end of 2024, the Afghan crisis response operation
has provided core relief supplies to 2,049 displaced families
from six countries, including Afghanistan, Iran, Pakistan,
Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan, benefiting 14,343
people (based on 7 people per household). The core relief
supplies include essential items that are urgently needed
to save lives in situations such as war, conflict and disasters,
including: waterproof tarpaulins, kitchen utensils, sleeping
mats, sleeping blankets, buckets, and solar lights. In addition,
to meet the seasonal needs of families who are forced to
displace, additional supplies such as heating items and
mosquito nets are added to the relief packages; in order to
protect the physical and mental health of women, sanitary
kits and other cleaning supplies are specially distributed to
women and girls. In addition, cash assistance is included
according to different seasons, regions, and survival needs
to ensure that the most vulnerable people can respond to

real difficulties as flexibly as possible in difficult situations.

As the turmoil in Afghanistan has lasted for decades, we
also encourage affected families to explore new hopes in

education, food security and livelihoods, nutrition and health,

and clean hygiene through cash assistance in the crisis.

aid medical team has visited Afghanistan and Mongolia 9
times to carry out screening and treatment of children with
congenital heart disease, and transferred 334 children to
China for free surgical treatment.

In September 2024, the second phase of the "Angel's
Journey-'Belt and Road' Humanitarian Aid Plan for Children
with Serious lllnesses" Mongolia Action Project was restarted.
The medical expert team conducted congenital heart disease
screening for children in 9 districts of Ulaanbaatar, and a total
of 271 people were screened. So far, this project has rescued
184 children with congenital heart disease in Afghanistan
and 150 children with congenital heart disease in Mongolia.
The Afghan authorities have highly recognized the work of
CRCF, and the Mongolian Red Cross Society has awarded
humanitarian medals to all members of the medical team.
In September 2019, when Wang Yi, then State Councilor
and Foreign Minister, attended the 70th anniversary of the
signing of the Geneva Conventions at the United Nations
Headquarters in New York, he told the story of humanitarian
assistance to children with congenital heart disease in
Afghanistan. In the same year, the project was invited to
participate in the People-to-People Connectivity Forum of the
Second Belt and Road Forum for International Cooperation
and share the project results. On December 6, 2024, the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs sent a letter of thanks to CRCF,

highly praising the significance of the project in promoting

people-to-people connectivity.
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BIMEESFREIRE Overseas Integrated Community Resilience Project
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Since 2017, CRCF have funded the construction of 6 overseas
ICRPs in Ethiopia, Uganda and Nepal. The CRCF have carried
out community hardware assistance projects in low income
communities in Africa, earthquake-stricken areas in Nepal,
Cambodia and other places, providing livelihood support and
health training for needy families, people with disabilities,

community residents and others.

EfTighEBRIIRE Medical Facility Assistance Project
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The CRCF have implemented Medical Facility Assistance
Projects, and built the first "China-Pakistan Fraternity Medical
Emergency Center" in Gwadar Port, Pakistan in May 2017. The
Red Cross Society of China and the National Health Commission
have successively sent four batches of foreign aid medical teams

to the center, and have received a total of 5,880 patients.

BEEBEIRHE Fraternity Bicycle Project
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The CRCF have carried out the Fraternity Bicycle Project to
provide convenient travel services for Red Cross and Red
Crescent volunteers around the world. The project has

distributed a total of 5,125 Fraternity Bicycles worldwide.
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The CRCF have carried out Disaster Relief Projects. After the
Syrian earthquake, the volcanic eruption in the Tonga Sea,
and the crises in Afghanistan and Sri Lanka, we participated
in rescue, material distribution, cash and material assistance

and other works.

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In 2024, the third "May 8th Humanitarian Public Welfare
Day" event has opened special events on Internet public
fundraising platforms such as Tencent Charity, Alibaba
Charity, Alipay Charity, Yeepay Charity, and Mango Charity.
More than 1,800 Red Cross organizations at or above the
district and county level in 31 provinces (autonomous
regions and municipalities) and the Xinjiang Production and
Construction Corps across the country have participated, and
more than 7 million people have participated in charitable
donations. During the event, the public raised more than
RMB202 million.

Over the past three years, the"May 8th Humanitarian Public

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International Academy of Red Cross
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Founded on August 31, 2019, the International Academy of
Red Cross is a teaching and research institution dedicated to
the research of the Red Cross Movement, the cultivation of
humanitarian and public welfare talents, the dissemination
of Red Cross culture and international cooperation and
exchanges in the humanitarian field. It is organized by the
Red Cross Society of China, Soochow University and the
CRCF.

Since its establishment, the Academy has opened an
undergraduate minor in International Humanitarian
Practice, a Master’s degree in sociology (humanitarian
work), and a MPA program in the field of management of
humanitarian and charity, and started the PhD admission
in management (humanitarian project management)
from 2024. In terms of training for humanitarian workers,
the Academy has organized about 20 short-term courses,
summer courses and workshops of various kinds in 2024,
training1123 domestic and foreign trainees, and has been
awarded “Annual Model Organization”, “Annual Responsible
Brand ” and “Annual Outstanding Program” by the relevant
organizations in China.

In terms of research on the Red Cross Movement, the
International Academy of Red Cross (IARC) has conducted
more than 20 theoretical research projects, published
a series of textbooks, including International Red Cross
Movement, Humanitarian Economics and Humanitarian
Ethics, and founded the China Red Cross Review and Red
Cross Research Dynamics, which are dedicated to providing
intellectual support for the development of the Red Cross
Movement.
