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Founded in 1994, the Chinese Red Cross Foundation (CRCF) is a national public offering foundation with independent legal
person status initiated and managed by the Red Cross Society of China and registered by the Ministry of Civil Affairs. With the
mission of "protecting life and health, the Red Cross is by your side", the CRCF is committed to becoming "the most actionable,
innovative and influential foundation in China". The CRCF's purpose is to uphold the Red Cross spirit of humanity, fraternity, and
dedication; to strive to improve the conditions for human survival and development; to protect human life and health; and to

promote world peace and social progress.

In 2008, 2013, 2018 and 2023, the CRCF was awarded the title of “Grade 5A Foundation” in the national social organization
assessment. In 2010, 2015, 2021and 2025, it was awarded the title of “National Advanced Social Organization” by the Ministry
of Civil Affairs consecutively. By the end of 2025, the CRCF had accumulated total revenue exceeding RMB13.959 billion and total
expenditure exceeding RMB12.89 billion, and executed a central special lottery public welfare fund of RMB3.228 billion.
